General Operation

Press the () /MODE button to turn the unit on. Press and
hold () /MODE button to turn unit off.

Power On/Off

Press RELEASE and pull away from the right side to
remove. To re-install, insert left side of faceplate
first then push right side to secure.

Changing Modes | Press MODE to select between Radio, DISC, USB.
AUX N, Bluetooth.
Modes of operation are shown in the display.
Volume | Adjust volume using volume knob.

Mute | Press ¢} to silence the audio. Press s¥ again to resume
listening at the previously selected volume.

Auxiliary Inputs | Insert a 3.5mm cable in the units front AUX port.

Reset | Press the RESET button to reset the unit back to the
factory settings if abnormal operation occurs. The reset
button is located behind the front panel.

Display
Press and hold DISP to toggle display between various
displayed information.

Press and hold volume knob to select clock setting mode.
Rotate the volume knob to right to adjust hours and rotate
volume knob to left to adjust the minutes.

Audio / Menu | Press volume knob momentarily to select between the
audio functions. Press and hold volume knob for more
than two seconds to select between the menu functions.
Rotate the volume knob left/right to adjust or activate the

desired function/audio.

Installation Process

. Connect wiring harness. Consult a qualified technician if you are unsure.

. Mount the head unit using the mounting sleeve or ISO brackets (depending
on your vehicle's dashboard).

. Connect wiring harness and antenna. Test the head unit for correct operation.

. Slide into mounting sleeve to secure, or mount the I1SO brackets to the
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vehicle.

6. Snap trim ring into place.

Up to 18 FM and 12 AM stations can be stored. To store
a station, select the desired band and station.

Bluetooth® Operation

Before using a Bluetooth device, it must be paired and
connected.

Complete the pairing
sequence from your Bluetooth device. Refer to the
owner’s manual for your device for more details.

The Bluetooth passcode is "1234"

The head unit supports A2DP wireless streaming audio
from a Bluetooth mobile device directly to your head unit.
